Project 1: Beautification award

This project takes 1-2 Sundays for the younger children, depending on what work is done by the adults prior to the Sunday. It takes 2 for the Middle/High school age level, because they need to plan first, then implement their plan. If the groups are cooperating on this project together, it is possible that it could take a minimum of 2 Sundays and possibly 3 Sundays if the larger group is planning together. Sometimes due to sizes of groups, it could take even larger. If your groups would be too unwieldy, you can have them plan separately…maybe divide up areas for the different age groups to organize, then implement.

Project 2: Community helper

This project is easy enough to do on just one Sunday. It doesn’t take a lot of prior planning.

Project 3: Community Service Award

With some prior advertisement, this is a project that could be done in one Sunday. It will take two if the students are to plan, then implement!

Project 4: Aid to the sick

This is another project that could be done in one Sunday, if an adult has made most of the previous arrangements. If you want the students to be involved in the planning process, this project takes a minimum of 2 Sundays.

Project 5: Prison awareness

This is another project that could be done in one Sunday, if an adult has made most of the previous arrangements. If you want the students to be involved in the planning process, this project takes a minimum of 2 Sundays.

Project 6: Prison activist

This would one Sunday if you are just organizing the letter writing. However, if you want the students to be involved in researching the issues and planning it, you may need 2 or 3 Sundays.

Project 7: Culture awareness

If the students are just a participant in the project, you could do this in one Sunday. But they will get the most out of this, if they are part of the process, which could take 2-3 Sundays to organize and implement.

Project 8: Cultural Activist

This project should take 2-3 Sundays to plan and implement.

Project 9: Environmental awareness

This project should take 1-2 Sundays, depending on the level of involvement in planning this project. If adults make decisions prior to the Sunday, it can be done in 1 Sunday.

Project 10: Pollution Monitor

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement.

Project 11: Environmental activist

This project should take 1-2 Sundays, depending on the level of involvement in planning this project. If adults make decisions prior to the Sunday, it can be done in 1 Sunday.

Project 12: Rainbow Awareness

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement.

Project 13: Rainbow Activist

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement.

Project 14: UNICEF award

This is a good Halloween project. This project can take one Sunday to plan and one or more Sundays to implement.

Project 15: UUSC awareness

This project can take one Sunday, if you can get adequate materials from the UUSC to do. If you need the students involvement in planning, organizing and implementing, it will take at least 2 Sundays.

Project 16: Guest at Your Table award

This is a good Thanksgiving or Christmas project. It takes 1-2 Sundays to do, depending on the level of involvement of the students in the planning process. Most of the information can be gotten from the UUSC, so it often is presented to entire congregations on one Sunday.

Project 17: Empty bowls project

This project will take 2-5 or more Sundays. You need one Sunday for planning, one for organizing, up to 2 or more for creating the bowls, one for selling the bowls/soup.

Project 18: Clothing Drive

This project should take 1-2 Sundays, depending on the level of involvement in planning this project. If adults make decisions prior to the Sunday, it can be done in 1 Sunday.

Project 19: Heifer International award

This project should take 1-2 Sundays, depending on the level of involvement in planning this project. If adults make decisions prior to the Sunday, it can be done in 1 Sunday.

Project 20: Political awareness

This project should take 1-2 Sundays, depending on the level of involvement in planning this project. If adults make decisions prior to the Sunday, it can be done in 1 Sunday.

Project 21: Political Action Award

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement.

Project 22: Political Debate

This project takes one Sunday to plan, one to organize and one Sunday to implement.

Project 23: Protesting

This project takes one Sunday to plan, one to organize and one to implement.

Project 24: Lobbying

This project takes one Sunday to plan, one to organize and one to implement.

Project 25: Boycott

This project takes one Sunday to plan & organize and one to implement.

Project 26: Opinion Editorial

This project can be done in one Sunday, because little needs to be planned in advance…it is a writing project that can be done during the Sunday time period.

Project 27: Political Justice Advocate

This project takes 0-1 Sunday. You may use a Sunday for a celebration to present the award. This requires participation in 4 of 6 political justice projects.

Project 28: Poverty awareness

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement. If an adult organizes most of this project ahead of time, you could do it in one Sunday.

Project 29: Mending the Poverty Gap

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement.

Project 30: Homes for Humanity

This project takes one Sunday to plan and up to an infinite number of Sundays or other time to complete, depending on what and how you decide to do this project. NOTE: This is a good church-wide project!

Project 31: Transportation for the Impoverished

This project takes one Sunday to plan, one to organize and one to implement.

Project 32: Poverty Health Awareness

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement.

Project 33: Gifts for Health Care

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement.

Project 34: Poverty Equalizer award

This project takes 0-1 Sunday. You may use a Sunday for a celebration to present the award. This requires participation in 3 of 6 poverty-related projects.

Project 35: Food Not Bombs

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement.

Project 36: World Hunger Advocate

This project takes 0-1 Sunday. You may use a Sunday for a celebration to present the award. This requires participation in 3 of 5 hunger-relief projects.

Project 37: Guns and Crime Awareness

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement. If an adult does the organizing beforehand, this could take only one Sunday.

Project 38: Drums Not Guns Award

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement. If an adult does the organizing beforehand, this could take only one Sunday.

Project 39: Hugs Not Drugs Award

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement. If an adult does the organizing beforehand, this could take only one Sunday.

Project 40: Stop the Violence

This project takes one Sunday to plan, one to organize and one to implement.

Project 41: Peacemaker

This project takes 0-1 Sunday. You may use a Sunday for a celebration to present the award. This requires participation in 2 of 5 peacekeeping projects.

Project 42: Oppression Awareness

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement. If an adult does the organizing beforehand, this could take only one Sunday.

Project 43: Human Rights

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement. If an adult does the organizing beforehand, this could take only one Sunday.

Project 44: Animal Advocacy

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one Sunday to implement.

Project 45: Workcamps for Justice

This project takes one Sunday to plan and up to an infinite number of Sundays to organize and implement. This is a good summer project and could be a good project for an entire congregation.

Project 46: Youth in Crisis Outreach

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one to organize and one to implement.

Project 47: Social Justice and Ethics

This project takes one Sunday.

Project 48: Social Justice and Religious Ethics

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one to implement.

Project 49: Social Justice in Action

This project takes one Sunday to plan and one to implement.

Project 50: Social Justice Advocate

This project takes 0-1 Sunday. You may use a Sunday for a celebration to present the award. This requires participation in 30 of the 50 projects in this curriculum.
